This Westwood Village institution from Stan Berman opened in 1965 and is still going
strong after 50 years, thanks in no small part to its incorporation of peanut butter: its
Peanut Butter and Jelly features a raised donut with cascading glaze, peanut butter
filling, and a heaping helping of raspberry jelly, while other donuts come packed with
peanut butter and fresh banana and are lined with chocolate chips. And no, it’s not all
gimmicks: its old-fashioned buttermilk donuts and maple bars are also standouts. (But
thankfully, it’s a lot of gimmicks.)
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
